‘ Problematic pest because:
Broad host range
Broad climatic range
) J Very prolific
Cause severe damage
Control = $$$
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<« Queensland fruit fly

‘ Approximate development times at 26°C

Eggs laid Larvae 3" instar larvae Adult flies emerge Sexual
hatch pupate maturity
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« Field management

‘ Currently 4 methods:

Chemicals
| Baits
' ‘ Male annihilation technology (MAT) -
- Lures ¢ ’

Used alone or in combination
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< Field management: Chemicals

Must be systemic insecticides
Dimethoate and fenthion
Very effective

Currently short withholding period
UNDER REVIEW BY APVMA!

Future use patterns uncertain

No replacement chemicals available?
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\\ Field management: Baits

‘ Protein (yeast autolysate) = food attractant
Contain chemicals (e.g. malathion or spinosad)
Not applied to fruit

‘ Attract mostly immature flies (incl. females)

Short field life: must be applied regularly
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
